1 INTRODUCTION

If you enjoy hot-water showers, you are also consuming energy in heating up water
for your showers, so every effort to shorten your shower times not only conserves
precious water, but also expensive water-heating energy.

ShowerStar is a simple but effective device that conserves water and the energy
used to heat the water for showers.

ShowerStar features coloured LEDS to notify you at different stages in each shower,
with the result being you can consciously change your behavior to take shorter,
more water and energy efficient showers.

ShowerStar provides visual feedback when:
1. Water flow detected

2 Timer started

3. Half-time

4. Full-time

5. Over-time

A USB rechargeable LiPo battery lasts 6-8 months before needing recharging'.

The Timer is configurable up to 10 minutes, with a default shower time of four
minutes.

The clean design enables installation with the technical know-how needed. Simply
mount the ShowerStar using the included cable ties to any shower pipe or
showerhead and you're ready to save water and energy!

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3 INSTALLATION
3.1 CABLETIES

Insert a cable tie into the upper slot on the mounting cradle. Then insert the second
cable tie into the lower slot.

The rounded end of the mounting cradle should point down, with the flat end
facing up.

Front View
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Wrap both cable ties around the pipe, then take the pointed end and insert it into
the head of the cable tie, one at a time. Ratchet both cable ties tight to ensure the
mounting cradle is properly fixed and does not slide along the shower pipes.

Note

° Mount the ShowerStar 5 to 6ft./ 1.5-1.8m above floor level.
If installing the ShowerStar onto the flexible pipe, do not over-tighten
to avoid compressing the pipe.

° Trim off excess length off the cable ties.
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Slide the unit top down into the mounting cradle. The protruded tip of the
mounting cradle should slide right into the grooves along the rounded end of the
body, securing the unit.
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4 CHARGING

When you first receive your ShowerStar unit, it must be charged for at least 6 hours
before use. Connect the USB Type-C cable to the charging port on the ShowerStar
body, then connect the other end to any 5VDC phone or USB charger and plug the
charger into a power supply socket.

* USB Type-A to Type-C adaptor included as an accessory.

Power on the ShowerStar device (press and hold the Operation Button for 4
seconds) when you are charging, and the RGB LED indicator will light up in red to
indicate that the unit is charging.

Once fully charged, the RGB LED indicator will light up green. You can then
disconnect the USB Type-C charging cable and slide it back into the mounting

cradle.

The battery will typically last six to eight months, depending on configuration and
frequency of showers.
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4.1 POWERING ON + OFF

Press and hold the Operation Button for 4 seconds to power on. To power OFF, press
and hold the Operation Button for 5 seconds. The red indicator lights up and then
extinguishes.

4.2 STARTUP

On power up, the RGB LED indicators light up: RED, GREEN, then BLUE, and the
speaker beeps.

The calculation works by
getting the time difference
between the Average Shower
Time and the Target Shower
Time implemented by the
ShowerStar device.

The time difference is then
multiplied with the number of
showers per day, and the water
flow rate to obtain the units of
water saved per day. This is then
multiplied with 365 to obtain
the units of water saved per
year. Multiply this with the
water cost and the cost of water
savings can be obtained.

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8.3 MEASURING FLOW RATE

Step 1: Turn on the shower head

Turn on the shower head to be tested and adjust the
flow to how you normally use it.

Step 2: Hold the SHOWER FLOW
MEASUREMENT BAG

Hold the SHOWER FLOW MEASUREMENT BAG
supplied with the product open and place it under the
fixture for exactly FIVE (5) seconds. Make sure to

capture all of the water coming out of the shower
head.

Step 3: Remove the bag from the flow

Remove the bag from the flow. Holding the bag open,
raise to eye level and read the flow rate measurement.
Repeat to check the result. Input the flow rate value to
the TouchGCrid ShowerStar App.

Tip:
If your showerhead is too wide for this flow rate bag,
use the same procedure but collect the water in a

bucket and afterwards pour the collected water into
the measurement bag to determine the flow rate.
